The Arboretum is part of the UC Davis Arboretum and Public Garden (see map on reverse) and is
home to over 20 different gardens featuring plants from California and places with similar summer-
dry climates across the globe, including Australia, South Africa and the Mediterranean region. Some
are demonstration gardens where visitors can learn about best practices in sustainable horticulture,
and others feature world-class scientific collections of a single plant group, such as the Peter J.
Shields Oak Grove. In addition, we have co-created a number of gardens as part of the UC Davis
GATEways Project—our campus-wide initiative to showcase the academic strengths of UC Dauvis,
inspire lifelong learning and engage with our community.
